Child Tax/Working Tax Credits
Tax credits are payments from the 
government to help with everyday costs. 
If you are responsible for at least one child 
or young person who normally lives with 
you, you may be eligible for Child Tax Credit. 
If you work, but earn low wages, you may 
be eligible for Working Tax Credit.

Childcare Vouchers
Childcare vouchers are a way of converting 
a proportion of your monthly salary, before 
paying tax or NICs, into vouchers to help pay 
for your childcare. The scheme has to be run 
by your employer, and each parent is entitled 
to purchase vouchers worth £55 per week (or
£243 per month). You pass your vouchers to
your childcare provider, who then claims the
money back from the company who initially
issued them. 

You don’t have to use childcare vouchers in 
the week or month they are provided: you 
can save them up to use later. For example, 
your childcare costs may be more than usual
during school holidays, and you may want to
use them then.

Nursery Education Funding
What am I entitled to, for my 3 and 4 year old?

All three and four year olds in Leicestershire 
are entitled to 15 hours of free early learning 
and childcare per week for 38 weeks of the year.
This is often referred to as ‘Nursery Education
Funding’ or ‘NEF’. 

You can access your 15 hours across a
minimum of three days. This can be requested
in a minimum of two hour blocks, but for no
more than 10 hours in one day, and if you want
to access your entitlement over two days only,
the maximum allowance is 13 hours. Your 15
hours can be accessed from up to two different
childcare providers. Please be aware that not
every childcare provider in Leicestershire is
currently able to offer the full 15 hours
entitlement. Your childcare provider will be
working with Leicestershire County Council’s
Early Learning and Childcare Service to ensure
they are able to offer you the full entitlement as
flexibly as possible. You should discuss your
personal needs with your childcare provider.

A brand new Children’s Centre was opened in
November 2008 at Christ Church & St. Peter’s
Primary School in Mountsorrel. This centre is
one of a number of centres opening across the
county over the next few years.

Children’s centres are places where children
under five years old and their families can
receive information and help. The centre at
Mountsorrel will be the place to go in the local
area for baby clinics, meetings with Health
visitors and much more.

It will also be the place for new mums to get
together to share their experiences and to get
the help they need from friendly and helpful 
staff. At the time of publication Stay and Play,
New Baby clinics, Mini Movers and a new
parents’ group all take place at the centre. 
There is also a session for Teenage mums 
as well as a Citizens’ Advice Bureau. Other
activities will be arranged in the future to 
meet the needs of parents and young families.
These might include: 

• Support for parents - including advice on 
parenting,

• Information about local childcare options

• Access to specialist services for families.

• Child and family health services - ranging 
from health screening, health visitor services 
to breast-feeding support.

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School Nurses
All School Nurses are qualified nurses and 
many have additional training in specialist
subjects. They are responsible for a number 
of schools within the area they are based, and
their role has changed significantly over the 
past 10-15 years. No longer does the image of
the "nit nurse" or doctor’s hand maiden exist!
School Nurses are now developing advanced
skills and adapting their services to better meet
the needs of children, young people and their
families, helping children and young people to
make healthy choices and address the wider
influences that can undermine these choices.

School Nurses provide different services
depending on the needs of the local area and
may include: 

• Enuresis clinics.

• Drop-in sessions in school so children and 
young people can receive confidential 
advice and support.

• Supporting activities for promoting health.

• Training for school staff on health issues 
such as anaphylaxis, diabetes and epilepsy.

• Organise immunisations and give advice on 
outbreaks of diseases.

• Offer support and advice for young people 
to give up smoking.

• Offer contraceptive and pregnancy testing 
advice and services.

• Work with staff, young people and governors 
to develop health policies in school.

• Provide support and advice to parents and 
carers on parenting skills.

• Provide babysitting skills training for young 
people.
